They guarantee a series of stimulating workshops, concerts,
debates and lectures which annually attracts participants
(singers, performers, composers...) from all over the world.
The venue for ILV Venice will be the spectacular building of
Fondazione Cini. ILV is a project produced by Muziektheater
Transparant (Belgium) under the artistic leadership of the
American vocal artist David Moss.

The Venice edition is organized in co-production with the
Fondazione Claudio Buziol and the laboratorioarazzi (electro-
acoustic music laboratories at the Istituto per la Musica of
the Fondazione Giorgio Cini) and in collaboration with the
Conservatorio di Musica “B. Marcello”, Venice.

BARBARA HANNIGAN icun

For many years, the name of Canadian soprano Barbara Hannigan
has appeared in programmes of all major concert halls and opera
houses around the world. She has sung with major conductors
including €sa Pekka Salonen, Sir Simon Rattle, Pierre Boulez,
Kurt Masur and has had the privilege of working with composers
including Gyorgy Ligeti, Louis Andriessen, Gerald Barry, Karlheinz
Stockhausen, Oliver Knussen and Henri Dutilleux. Future roles
include the world premieres of the new operas by Toshio Hosowaka
(directed by Sasha Waltz) at La Monnaie (Brussels, Belgium)
and George Benjamin (directed by Luc Bondy) at the festival of
Aix en Provence as well as engagements at the Theatre Champs
Elysees, La Scala, Barcelona’s Teatro Liceu and Covent Garden.

WORKSHOP

In her workshop Barbara Hannigan would like to welcome both,
singers and composers. In an active explorative way she aspires
to achieve an inspiring dialogue where singers will learn about
composition, whilst the composers learn about vocals.

After a daily warm-up, in which she integrates her experiences
with Yoga, singing teachers, extended vocal teachers (Roy
Hart school) and choreographers each composer will be
paired with a singer for whom they will compose a 3 minute long

solo. As a duo, they will work towards an unique piece. Barbara
Hannigan will concentrate on a non-singing and a non-com-
posing approach, that will result in singing and composing!

TREVOR WISHART .,

Trevor Wishart is a pioneering and intriguing sonic artist and vocal
performer who specialises in sound metamorphosis in live per-
formance and through computer transformation in the studio.
Trevor Wishart has held residencies in Australia, Canada, Germany,
Holland, Sweden, USA and various UK Universities. He was recently

awarded the Giga-Herz Grand prize for his life’s work. He creates

music with his own voice, for groups such as Electric Phoenix, orin
imaginary worlds conjured up in his own studio. His current project,

begun whilst Composer in Residence in the North East of England

based at the University of Durham, is a large-scale electro-acoustic
work based on speaking voices recorded around the region.

WORKSHOP

Trevor Wishart will introduce the participants to various
extended vocal techniques. In small groups the participants
will be stimulated through their vocal adventure by experi-
menting with Italian sentences, sonic variations and a sec-
tion of the piece Anticredos. Each session will end with short
presentation moments as a stepping stone for exchange and
discussion, in which Trevor Wishart will also share his rich
experience on the notation of new sounds, computer trans-
formation of voices and related issues.

TARGET GROUP

Participants need have no prior knowledge of new (or tradi-
tional) vocal techniques, and don’t need to be singers or
actors. They just need to be willing to explore new ways of
using their voices.

DAVID MOSS ..

David Moss is considered to be one of the most innovative singers
and percussionists in contemporary music. His unique performing
style lead to years of invitations by small experimental concert
halls and festivals till the major arts institutes, ensembles and

artists in the world. In 2005 he was soloist in the opening con-
certs of both the Venice Biennale and the Queensland Biennial
Music Festival. In 2003 Moss made his Carnegie Hall debut with
the American Composers Orchestra, under Steven Sloane. He was
soloist with the Berlin Philharmonic under Sir Simon Rattle; sang

in Lost Highway by Olga Neuwirth; performed his solo music at
the Venice Biennale; and appeared at the Lincoln Center, in the
Great Performers Series. Moss performed at the Salzburg Festival

in 1999 as featured soloist in Luciano Berio’s Cronaca del Luogo,

and in 2001 as Prince Orlovsky in Die Fledermaus. Moss has sung
in Heiner Goebbels orchestral work, Surrogate Cities. He has been
a guest soloist with the Ensemble Modern since 1995. David Moss

is co-founder and artistic director of the Institute for Living Voice.

WORKSHOP

THE MOMENT OF SOLO

How do you make a solo performance? How do time, timing,
intensity, attack, intimacy, eccentricity, personal history,
ego, sharing, shamanism, faces, physicality, gestures, words,
sounds, memory, songs and touch and text connect you to
the moment of making a solo? Why are you a performer? Why
are you in front of people? Do you understand your memory;
the memory of your audience? Where is performance power
to be found? Where is performance going, what might it look
like in 50 years? What happens with “time”? What is the relation-
ship of solo work to duo work; or group work? What is your
performance relationship, as a soloist, to your audience?
How do you structure/shape time and space when you are
alone on stage! Focusing on these questions with voices,
text, movement, self-made sound, solo material will be
generated through discussion and singing, group voice work,
performance exercises, and personal history.

Performers, directors, choreographers, philosophers, archi-
tects, cultural critics from all disciplines/genres are welcome
to attend.
